Lachlan has been invited to be the
Assistant Minister at the Broome
Anglican Church beginning in 2006. He
will have by then completed his Bachelor
of Theology at Trinity Theological
College, Perth. The position is a strategic
one within the unique town of Broome in
the North West of Australia. Here the
church seeks to reach out to a very
transient and diverse community. To
effectively serve this community the
church needs both a Senior Minister and
Assistant Minister. At present the Bush
Church Aid Society (BCA) contributes
75% of the Senior Minister stipend. At
this stage the church congregation is
unable to financially support the
Assistant Minister position. It relies on
the generosity of other churches and
individuals in other parts of Australia to
provide the necessary funding.

Broome Anglican Church

Now 103 years old, the church has been an integral
part of Broome since the town’s early pearling days. It
is the ministry centre for half of the Kimberly region
and presently has a full-time Senior Minister and a
full-time Assistant/Youth minister who Lachlan will
replace in 2006. The church serves the town’s
permanent population of around 15,000 people, the
number swelling to around 35,000 in the tourist
season (June-September). Indigenous Australians
comprise 40% of the population. In addition the town
experiences a high turnover of itinerant workers. The
Assistant  Minister’'s role includes preaching,
evangelism, youth and children’s work, and adult
discipleship.

In other churches Lachlan and Bec have been
involved in many ministry activities including
leadership of services, singing, small group Bible
studies, youth fellowships, strategic planning for
family services, Parish Council (Lachlan), young
women’s work (Bec), evangelism and outreach
events. They have also been blessed with two
beautiful children, Tim (born in 1998) and Emily (born
in 1999).

After selling their small business in 2001, the family
packed their car and set out to investigate ministry
opportunities in remote areas of Australia. As they
travelled through various parishes in the Anglican
Diocese of the North West of Australia they saw a
need for trained bible-based ministers in this vast and
remote area. They chose then to be trained “in the
west for the west” and enrolled at Trinity Theological
College, Perth - Lachlan to undertake his Bachelor of
Theology, and Bec to complete some subjects toward
a Graduate Diploma of Bible and Ministries. Whilst
studying Lachlan has also been a Student Minister at
Dalkeith Anglican Church, Dongarra / Mingenew
Anglican Church, and Maddington Anglican Church.

How you can help

The diocese is asking churches and individuals to
consider a commitment to support the Edwards in prayer
and financially for three years in this position. The diocese
needs to raise $70,000 p.a. to enable the Edwards to
minister in Broome. This will cover all the expenses
involved in placing a minister in an expensive remote
town.
